This honor was offered to France star decorator Jacques Grange with 

the image created by Jean Philippe Delhomme in the equally amusing 

and informative presentation kit. Jacques is in charge of the 

renovation of the 1927 Art-deco building; in conjunction with eleven 

other creative names they decorated “The Mark” with furniture and 

works of art. Ron Arad created a special spiral chandelier, Vladimir 

Kagan a sophisticated sofa (over which he lies at his watercolor 

portrait) and Piero Lissoni the white Boffi kitchens with black granite 



for the apartments.  

  

The hair salon in the hotel is run by none others than Frederic Fekkai, 

and catering and room service are responsibility of the legendary 

restaurant Sant Ambroeus located at the ground floor.  

  

It is not a coincidence that you feel like you are in the world of Eloise, 

in Kay Thompson`s kids library, or the small inhabitants of the Plaza 

Hotel. Juvenile enthusiasm is no harm when knowing apartments 

prices – it ranges between two and sixty million dollars (for the 

penthouse with rooftop).
